distribution rate increase has a minimal effect. A December
2022 residential bill for a customer using the average 1,230
kWh a month totaled $167.67. An April 2023 residential bill
will total $168.31. The monthly increase of $0.64 equates
to an overall increase of less than one-half of 1%. The
annual increase totals $7.68, which is considerably less than
increases seen in numerous other household expenses.
Members’ actual increase will vary slightly based on their
monthly electric consumption.
